The name Haacke comes in some cases from Haken meaning hook or bend in the river or being crooked. Or it can be wood or iron on which something can hang. For example, in modern words we have die Angelhaken and in older forms we have Angel-Haacken. It also meant to have an honorable or upright life. In one place, when it came to people, I read it meant they were stubborn. The oldest Hake (Haacke) dates to 1174 in Aschersleben and another very early reference is to an Ernst Haacke in Stendal in 1285.

Years ago I took a trip to Dayton, Ohio to search in their library old directories and other records. I found an R. Haacke, shoemaker, 36 Green Street in the 1858/59 directory. Later in the 1868/69 directory Rudolph Haacke appears again as a shoemaker. He sold land in 1862, chattel mortgage (Phillip Fie), for $100 lots 2 and 3 in Lunenburg to John Swanwick. Deed of trust, 1 wagon and yoke of oxen for $90. In a letter from Laverne Gerberding 28 Dec., 1984, Rudolph and Caroline met on the boat to New Orleans and became friends. He gave her flowers with a ring inside as a friendship ring. She also told me her grandfather said he had a brother in Germany who was a high ranking office.

Back in 1975, I had the pleasure to meet with Wolfgnag Haacke and his family. I was on my honeymoon and Wolfgang took the time to show us around with his daughter Katharina (whose two boys I met last summer in Germany). We saw the then border line, fields, towers and machine gun turrets from East Germany. It was a scary thought. Many attempts were still being made for people to escape. I remember in 1989 watching the Berlin wall fall one night when I just happened to be working late and checked out the TV. Watching this great event sent shivers up my spine. Earlier in 1986 I had spent time in Berlin and visited East Berlin and upon my return was held at the border for questioning because of my name and a strange mark on my one day visa. It was a beautiful day there and yet almost no one was outside, it was an empty city. All I remember is an old man riding his bike, a dog barking, and the old man disappearing into his apartment building. I thought I will never return to East Germany until it is no more (an interesting paradox). Now I have had the pleasure of visiting again, including places like Dresden, Potsdam, etc. It is a new world in Germany.
In my attempts to research the Haacke families of the world, I wrote to Albert Haacke in Celle (and eventually visited them in 1975). Albert has his daughter Katha to write to me. She wrote me in early 1974 that there are 5 children at home and she is 16 and still going to Grammar School. Her letter was signed Katharina. She wrote a lot of letters in those early days.
4 January, 1974 We went to Austria to ski with a group of students. I will correct your German if you correct my English. Please send me a picture of yourself, I want to see what you look like. 

26 January, 1974 We went to Luneburg to polay basketball. I enjoy reading your letters. I like pop music, Beatles, Rolling Stone, Crosby Stills Nash and Young and classical music.

20 Sept., 1974 I am in 10th form. I really enjoyed reading your lovely letter. 

22 Nov., 1974 I haven’t written for a long time since my sister had a terrible accident. She was in the hospital 7 weeks and my mom was exhausted visiting her twice a day. We stayed at the family house in the Black Forest. I had to be mother to my younger sisters those weeks.
28 March, 1975 Thank you for your phone call. It wasn’t my mother who answered but a lady who is 67 years old who has worked with us for 49 years. On your next call maybe I will be home.

8 April, 1975 Soon I will be 18 and an adult! I love guitar music and just got an LP from Jose Feliciano. 

11 April, 1975 I’m so sorry I wasn’t there when you called. Can you call me 30 April? Bye bye dear friend, with Love, Katha. 

20 May, 1975 I was in England for a while to teach 5-6 year old boys and girls.

22 June, 1975 I’m now in class 11. I am working in a sanatorium where people can’t walk in June. Then I am on holidays until 6 August, so I will be here when you arrive.

He was in business for 40 years and retired for 15. Therefore, that would suggest he arrived here in 1863 at the age of 23 years. He took an active part in the extension of the Williamsburg bridge. He was one of the organizers of the Emmanuel Lutheran Church and was active in the church councils. Another obituary says he came here at the age of 21 years. Fred’s business was called Haacke Dairy Company. All this information came from a David W. Haacke; his letter to me was dated 26 May, 1986. He must be a son of either George, Louis or William.

And finally in 1966 there was Amy, Anna M., Mrs. Hilda, Hortense D., Mrs La Verde (widow of William) and William H. (President of National Motor Rebuilding).
59)  Henry Haacke from Galena, Jo Daviess, Illinois. Wife Wilhelmina Haacke. She died in 1893. There was a county court document from 18 April, 1893, about heirs of unknown parties related to the family of John S. Lorraine and others and an Affidavit of non-residence. It seems like these people were interested in the estate of John Lorraine. John S. Lorraine was then in Seattle, Washington and William P. Hazard and Celestine L. Hazard were in St. Louis. In 1844 a John S. Lorrain m Virginia Little in Jo Daviess County. From the Carter/Ness family site on Ancestry they note John Shewell Lorrain was born 29 Jul 1812 Pennsylvania,  and died 30 Mar 1886 St Louis, Missouri. His parents were John and Lydia Lorrain. He lived in Galena in 1860. Celestine was John S. and Virginia’s daughter. This was about north half of Lot 21 and south half of Lot 22 on the west side of Bench Street in the city of Galena. This may mean that Wilhelmina was his second wife perhaps? However, we also know that Wilhelmina Haacke had been married to Henry Haacke as they bought land together in the town of Rice on 10 Sept., 1878 in Jo Daviess County. In another document with an August Hablich from another transaction on 9 Nov., 1877, Another land document from 17 July, 1869 between John and Jane Thompson to Henry. Another on 12 March, 1867 between Richard Oliver and Henry Haacke.  Another land document was from 26 August, 1862 with a Frank Meyers. Wlihelmina appears in one as Mina. Sometimes the name is spelled Haake, even in a later 1878 document. One document in 1877 was with the National Bank of Galena. It seems in 1878 Wilhelmina had a transaction on the same land regarding the mortgage Friedrich Rosenthal and there her name was again spelled Haake.

Ref. 8560 by Clifford Smith (from Brunswick Deserter - Immigrants of the American Revolution) p16, from Passenger and Immigration Lists Index, edited by William Filby and Mary K. Meyer. Evidently he was an indentured servant in the Reading, Lancaster area in 1782. He was in Albemarle from 14 Sept., 1779 with General Ad. Von Riedesel, Pr. L Carl F. Reineking, 2nd L Heinrich E Brandest and sergeant Geor H Heneken. 
Both Glorian and Heinrich are listed in the company of Captain von Geysow in the von Barner Regiment in 1781 and listed in 1783. 

August Haacke/Haake went to Albemarle County in New York in 1777. He is also listed in Captain von Geysow's company.

Johann Haacke arrived 1781 in Long Island, ref 8650 by Clifford Smith: Muster rolls and prisoner of war lists in American Archival collections pertaining to the German mercenary troops who served with the British Forces during the American Revolution.
